- Knee-length Black Skirt for girls which will have a minimum length of 18”. Skirts not purchased from
Macron must be of the same style and minimum length. No lycra stretch skirts are appropriate.

- White shirt which has a top button—not polo shirts

- Black & gold striped clip-on tie (Y7-10) also available to buy in school

- Plain black shoes or trainers (no markings or white soles)

- Black socks / black tights

- One set of stud earrings and a watch are the only jewellery permitted

- Hair must be of a ‘'normal’ colour
